Now, at time of writing, she is about to “skydive” from a plane
flying at almost 15,000 feet!

Siobhan, from Linlithgow Bridge, is currently study ing for a National Certificate in Countryside Manag ement,
having come top of her year at Oatridge’s Rural Ski lls Academy. She was planning to return to take the Higher
National Certificate course, but will instead take up a gardening job with West Lothian Council.

Her tandem skydive above St Andrews is to raise fun  ds for the Teenage Cancer Trust in Edinburgh, where she

was treated for leukaemia when she was just 13. Sin  ce then she has been in remission and has decided t o live
life to the full, even though the therapy left her needing the hip and knee replacement operations. “I ‘ve been
told that | will need another operation to replace my other knee,” she says, “and
that’s why | will have to do the skydive strapped t 0 someone else. He'll take our

weight when we land

Within an hour of completing a “First Aid at Work” course the 41 year old
Countryside Ranger called in to see former workmate s at Aimondell Country Park
and discovered that one of the team had suffered a blow to the head in an
accident involving the branch of a tree. “In the pa st, | would have stood back and
let someone else deal with it,” says Steven, “but a fter three intensive days of
learning everything from applying a bandage to givi ng CPR (Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation), | just did  what
was needed. | checked the guy over and fortunately he wasn't really injured, but you can never be too careful

with a head injury.
“He had some stuff in his eyes, so | washed them ou t and then | joined in the search for his glasses,  which he'd
lost in the accident.”

Tutor Moira Hilditch says: “You never know when the skills will be needed, but with the kind of workt  hese guys

do, there is always a chance. It seldom happens as quickly as it did to Steven though. | have people ¢ oming
back for a refresher course after three years and t hey’ve never had anything to do.
| do my best to make people feel confident about de aling with incidents. It doesn't always work, but i t certainly

seems to have done this time!”

The First Aid at Work course that Moira teaches at Oatridge College is approved by the Health and Safe ty

The hope now is that whatever happens to Falkirk FC the Community Coaching programme will be protected
and will continue to fulfil a promise made when the football club moved to its new stadium that it wou Id repay
public support by engaging with the community.

Falkirk now provides coaching to numerous groups, f rom pre-school children to teenagers and through a
partnership with local club Steins Thistle, a pathw  ay for players going into their twenties. It runs S cotland’s
biggest youth football tournament, the Falkirk Cup, which this Easter featured 106 teams and 1,200 par ticipants.
The very successful Falkirk FC Youth Academy will h  owever, stay part of the Club.

George Craig says: “l was asked recently what would happen if Falkirk were relegated. | could give a | ot of
answers about the business that is Falkirk FC, but  whatever happens it should not affect our community work.
| hope that in partnership with Oatridge College we will be able to protect our community programme. T hat’s
important because it will give it a bit of control over its own destiny.”

The College was the venue of a recent meeting to la unch
a feasibility study and set up a support network wh ich will
assist the communities tap-in to money from the Sco ttish
Rural Development Programme (SRDP).

Russell Parker, Oatridge’s 2KT+ Business Developmen t
Executive, says: “It has been recognised that SRDP  money

can make a big difference to communities when they are
trying to get a project up and running, but the L
communities lack the expertise to access the very g ood l

funding that is available. It is a very complex pro cess.

This is about using a network of organisationsto s upport local communities and the feasibility study will identify
the best way to do that.”

Oatridge was successful in obtaining Scottish Gover nment funding for the study and was involved in the
selection of the Cassafuir Partnerships to carry ou  t the work. Looking ahead Russell Parker expects th  at the
College will work alongside partners in the Scottis  h Countryside Colleges — EImwood and Barony — to pr ovide
technical expertise for new projects.

Russell Parker was recently approved for membershi  p of the prestigious Institute of Knowledge Transfe  r. Before
arriving at Oatridge he was Executive Director of F alkirk Enterprise Action Trust and previously wasi nvolved in
knowledge transfer roles with Queen Margaret Univer sity and the University of Strathclyde.

Population report reveals problems for rural areas

New figures from the Registrar General for Scotland show that although the country’s population reache dits
highest level for a decade last year, some rural ar eas continue to see numbers falling.

Argyll and Bute saw a decrease in population of 0.5 %, second behind Inverclyde on 0.7%, but ahead of N orth
Ayrshire which saw a fall of 0.3%. Figures for Dumf ries and Galloway and the Scottish Borders were unc hanged.

Eilean Siar (the Western Isles) and the Highland Co  uncil area are the least populated parts of Scotlan d, with an
average of nine people per square kilometre, compar ed to the Scottish average of 67 people per square
kilometre. Glasgow is the most populous part of the country with 3,353 people per square kilometre.

The Scottish population reached 5,194,000 in the mi  ddle of 2009, up 25,500 on the previous year and t he
highest since 1979, with inward migration from over seas accounting for most of the rise.

£17.4 million for jobs creation

The Scottish Government has announced investment of £17.4 million for rural development and urban
regeneration through the creation of new business p arks and training centres and further support for t he
renewable energy industry. The cash is expected to bring 950 new jobs.

Among 19 projects which will benefit is a new Scott ish Traditional Skills Training Centre in Aberdeens hire, which

will receive £1.2 million.

£4.9 million for oats study

Scientists at the Scottish Crop Research Institute  (SCRI) in Invergowrie are to take partin a £4.9 mi  llion study to
develop new varieties of oats which it is said will provide significant economic and environmental ben efits for
growers and millers as well as the dairy, beef and poultry industries. It is also hoped that it willa  Iso provide
health benefits as more people turn to oats as part of a healthy diet.

The five year project is being jointly funded by th e Scottish Government, the Biotechnology and Biolog ical

Sciences Research Council, Defra and the Welsh Asse  mbly.

Dr Derek Stewart, head of plant products and food a t the SCRI, says: “We are successfully combing
fundamental research on plant genetics with plant b reeding techniques to develop commercially viable p lant
varieties that help meet the challenges of food, wa ter and energy security and environmental sustainab ility”.

The Royal Society for the Protection of Birds says illegal killing is to blame for the failure of the red kite to thrive in
Scotland.

Research is based on the release of equal numbers o f the bird of prey in the Chiltern Hills in England  and the
Black Isle in Ross-shire. The Buckinghamshire popul ation grew to 320 breeding pairs in seven years, bu t the
Scottish population struggled to reach 49 breeding pairs in the same period. “lllegal killing accounts almost
entirely for these poor survival prospects,” sayst  he study.
